1. Communion, also called The Lord’s Supper, is the family meal of Christians. We invite all committed followers of Jesus Christ to partake of this sacrament: those who are baptized members of a congregation which proclaims the gospel, who are at peace with God and with their neighbor, and who seek strength to live more faithfully for Christ. If you are not a Christian, or if you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to spend this time in prayer. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider your relationship with Jesus Christ and with His people, the church.
1. Baptized children of an age appropriate to understand the preached Word who have been admitted to the Supper by the leadership of a congregation that proclaims the Gospel, or who have been admitted to the table by our Session, are invited to partake.  Please see a member of the Session for information on communing membership for your children.
1. Both wine and grape juice are offered for communion.  The wine is served in the two outer rings of the communion trays and the center ring contains juice.  After the Lord’s Supper, elders will be available at the front of the auditorium for prayer or to respond to questions.

Prayer for Those Searching for Truth:  Lord Jesus, you claim to be the way, the truth and the life.  If what you claim is true, please guide me, teach me, and open to me the reality of who you are.  Grant that I might be undaunted by the cost of following you as I consider the reasons for doing so.  Give me an understanding for you that is coherent, convincing, and leads to the life that you promise. Amen.
