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Worship Statement

Worship is the stage upon which the divine drama of redemption is played out.  Our desire is for our worship to reflect both the reverence for God (Ps. 29:2) and the joy of the gospel (Luke 2:20).   We revere God because He is holy (Isa. 6:3).  We are filled with joy because of how the gospel frees and changes us (Acts 3:8).  When you worship with us, you can expect to see rich theology embodied in God-centered worship that engages our hearts (Acts 2:37).

United with other believers, the church throughout history, angels, and all the company of heaven we offer praise to the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Our worship is a foretaste of the heavenly bliss we will enjoy when we enter into His presence eternally (Rev. 5:9-13).

The special ways that God gives us His grace, the Word and the Sacraments (the Lord’s Supper and baptism), are the focus of our worship (Acts 2:42). The preaching of the Word is straight from the Bible and the sermons are Christ-centered.   The Lord's Supper affects our hearts and renews our dependence on God and is celebrated weekly (I Cor. 11:23-26). 

Surrounding the Word and the Supper is our participation in praise through corporate confession of our sins, the assurance of the pardon of God in Christ Jesus, offerings, and the singing of praise in Biblical styles (1Cor. 14:26, 33, 40) that reflect the gifts God has bestowed upon our particular Body. We strive to worship God by music with lyrics reflecting the timeless propositional truth of Scripture regardless of the era in which the music and lyrics were written.  Our praise is designed to glorify God through the edification of His saints by focusing all present on the message of Jesus Christ and Him crucified (I Cor. 1:23; 2:2).  

Biblical, Reformed, and gospel-driven worship glorifies God, transcends style, edifies the church, and evangelizes the unbeliever (John 16:8; Rom 10:14-17).

But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks a better word than the blood of Abel. Hebrews

 1:1 Long ago, at many times and in many ways, GOD SPOKE, to our fathers by the prophets…. 
(Summarized  for us in Spoke One:- )        Heb 11:1-38
(Starting with a working definition of the dynamic when God spoke & faith acted:-)
1Now FAITH is the assurance of things hoped for – the conviction of unseen things.
(Continuing with examples of the evidences of the Dynamic of FAITH in the Old Era:- )
2For BY FAITH the people of old received their commendation:-
(But reminding us of his thesis of the better things of the New Era:-)
3(& BY FAITH WE understand that the ages were created by the word of God…so that which is seen was not, made out of things that are visible).
(Before continuing to recite The Acts of God through those who had only a promise:-)
4BY FAITH ABEL offered to God a more acceptable sacrifice than Cain through which he was commended as RIGHTEOUS, God commending him by accepting his gifts. And through his FAITH though he died, he still speaks.
5BY FAITH ENOCH before he was taken up was commended as having pleased God & was taken up so that he did not see death.
6(And without Faith it is impossible to please him – [i.e. the masses without Faith do nothing yet displease God].)
7By FAITH NOAH, being warned by God concerning events, as yet not seen, in reverent fear, constructed an ark for the saving of his household. BY this condemned the world and became an heir of the righteousness that comes BY FAITH.
8BY FAITH ABRAHAM obeyed – when called to go out to a place that he was to receive an inheritance….HE WENT OUT, not knowing where he was going….
11BY FAITH SARAH herself received power to conceive, even when she was past the age – since she considered him faithful who had promised.
12Therefore from one man – and him as good as dead – were born descendants as many as the stars of the heaven and as many as the innumerable grains of sand by the seashore.
13These all died IN FAITH not having received the thing promised – BUT HAVING SEEN THEM and greeted them from afar, and having acknowledged that they were strangers and exiles on the earth.
24BY FAITH MOSES – refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter
25Choosing to be mistreated with the people of God than to enjoy the fleeting pleasures of sin. 
28BY FAITH HE kept the Passover & sprinkled the blood, so that the Destroyer of the firstborn might not touch them.
29BY FAITH THE PEOPLE crossed the Red Sea as on dry land but the Egyptians when they attempted to do the same were drowned.
[Without Faith the Exodus Generation accomplished nothing and died in the wilderness.]
30BY FAITH THE WALLS OF JERICHO fell down after they were encircled for seven days
31BY FAITH RAHAB THE PROSTITUTE did not perish with those who were disobedient, because she had given a friendly welcome to the spies.
32And what more shall I say, regarding SPOKE ONE?  - during the B.C. era
39And ALL THESE, though commended through their Faith, did not receive what was promised since God had provided something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made perfect.

1:2 But in these last days he has spoken to us BY HIS SON – appointed heir of ALL THINGS etc.  ANNO DOMINI (A.D.)
		SPOKE TWO. – incomparably BETTER than SPOKE ONE.

The Acts of God – from Theory to Practice

I: INTRODUCTION:  THE PROMISE OF GREATER WORKS THAN THESE:

Christ laid down the challenge, on the evening of His betrayal, that we each face daily…	(John 14:12)
“Truly, Truly I say to you, whoever believes IN ME will also do the works that I do; and greater works than these will he do…because I am going to the Father”.   But How?????
A: God will not do mighty works through us without us having the necessary spiritual tools IN CHRIST:-
1: A working knowledge of His covenant relationship with us. A Covenant Relationship
2: A commitment to accomplishing His revealed will, using His revealed methods.  A Committed Body
3: A reliance on His power alone to change our lifestyle to conform to His.  A Controlling Power

B: The impossibility of the task is why it is so important to understand “There’s a man in Heaven” because:
1:  His Super-Great Work, on the Cross qualifies Him & those IN HIM – focusing on Jesus Heb 12:1/2
2:  He is Our Supreme Power-source - Our Perfect High Priest in heaven’s Supreme Temple
3:  He sent as His Working Power-source - The Holy Spirit to indwell His Living Temple on Earth - US

II: PLAN TO PROCEED IN THE PRODUCTION OF GREATER WORKS THAN THESE:
FIRST:     Capture the Biblical principle laid out for us in   scripture– summarized in the Hebrew   letter.
SECOND: Focus on the nature of these GREATER WORKS in order to apply the principle.
THIRD:     Grasp and apply the means whereby God is able to do these Greater Works thru us.

III: GOD’s PRODUCTION METHOD TO PRODUCE GREATER WORKS THAN THESE:
               A: THE PRINCIPLE OF GOD ACTING THROUGH FALLEN HUMANS AS SUMMARISED IN HEBREWS.
 1:  God’s works through His First “Spoke” …..  The Old Testament to the fathers thru the prophets
        Angels, Moses, Joshua, Aaron all achieved commended mighty works – But Christ outshone 
 2:  God’s works through His Second “Spoke”…. The New Covenant to the Apostles through the Son
        A greater messenger, Law giver, kingdom establisher, High Priest – But Christ sat down 
    3: God’s works through His Third “Spoke”… The Gospel presentation to the lost thru the church.
	But God had provided something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made perfect
	The spoken promise of regeneration to them is the life given reality thru Christ.

B: THE NATURE OF THE WORKS WHICH GOD HAS ACHIEVED & the tools used.
1: His Works of Judgment against rebels. Expulsion – Flood – wilderness death - Exile
2: His Works of Fatherly Discipline toward His Children. Jonah’s fish, Balaam’s ass, Paul’s thorn 
3: His Works of Grace toward rebels & children through Creation/Providence. Rain on just/unjust!!
 4: His Greater Works of Grace carried out exclusively thru His believing children - Law & Gospel.
David’s Psalms - mightier than the nuclear pebble & the nuclear stock-piles.
Paul’s letters – our weapons aren’t carnal but have divine power to destroy strongholds II Co 10:4 
Christ’s Super-Great Work, on the Cross - only on Him do we focus – no Heroes no Idols
             Jesus’ body the church – attacked for 2,000 years by Satan – yet he’s not prevailed against.	

C: THE MEANS GOD USES TO PRODUCE THESE GREATER WORKS through fallen humans.
            1: The Gift of FAITH that moves mountains… every mountain & hill made low}  Isa 40:3/4
            2: The Gift of HOPE that removes depressions…   every valley shall be exalted } 
            3: The Gift of LOVE that removes impenetrable barriers.  I Co 13

1. Communion, also called The Lord’s Supper, is the family meal of Christians. We invite all committed followers of Jesus Christ to partake of this sacrament: those who are baptized members of a congregation which proclaims the gospel, who are at peace with God and with their neighbor, and who seek strength to live more faithfully for Christ. If you are not a Christian, or if you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to spend this time in prayer. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider your relationship with Jesus Christ and with His people, the church.

1. Baptized children of an age appropriate to understand the preached Word who have been admitted to the Supper by the leadership of a congregation that proclaims the Gospel, or who have been admitted to the table by our Session, are invited to partake.  Please see a member of the Session for information on communing membership for your children.
1. Both wine and grape juice are offered for communion.  The wine is served in the outer ring of the communion trays and the center rings contain juice.  After the Lord’s Supper, elders will be available at the front of the auditorium for prayer or to respond to questions.
